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Abstract

This paper selects the two systems of rural folk tourism industry and rural economy in 10 districts and counties, such as Mentougou

District, Fangshan District and Pinggu District, except for six core districts in Beijing from 2012 to 2017. The evaluation index system and

coupling evaluation model are constructed, and empirical research is carried out by entropy method. The results showed that the comprehensive

development level of rural folk tourism industry in Beijing has a downward trend on the whole ;the rural economy continues to grow and is rela-

tively stable ;there is an interaction between the two systems, and the coordination level has been rising continuously, but it has not reached the

level of high-quality coordination;the level of rural economic development is relatively lagging behind, to some extent, this has restrained the

relatively good development of folk tourism industry.
