The research results
showed that:(Dthe per capita net income, per capita arable land and forest area, “two no worries, three guarantees” , etc. in Village Z are all
at a relatively good level; @there are certain problems in the income structure, education level, labor skills, and health conditions, which
have a greater impact on the stability of poverty alleviation of farmers ; 3)countermeasures to improve the stability of poverty alleviation include
establishing a sound rural social insurance and assistance system, improving the overall quality of farmers, optimizing the energy structure, and

promoting the use of clean energy, vigorously developing suitable industries.
